Do I need a data plan with an iPad if I want to write realtime feed to it?

If you want to access the Internet in more places, choose a model that supports 
mobile data and sign up for service from your carrier.

When using your iPad for realtime purposes, your CAT computer and your iPad 
must be on the same LAN (Local Area Network) to properly work.
